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Editorial

  After lots of hard work, with immense joy, we would like to introduce the first edition of the Journal Pediatric 
Dermatology Issues. This publication was inspired by our desire to share experiences and knowledge through 
scientific practices aimed at solving dermatological diseases, allowing us to grow together in a scientific 
community, united by our love towards humanity and science. 
  We would like to use this launch as an opportunity to invite the entire medical community to contribute to 
this new scientific space by sharing comparative studies, case reports, retrospective studies, reviews, 
evaluative studies, clinical trials, editorials, special reports, investigative studies, case studies, case series. 
  In this edition, we present 5 works exhibited, three of which are genodermatosis cases and two of acquired 
dermatosis cases. 
  To begin with a case of hereditary Acrokeratoelastoidosis in a 14-year-old girl, a benign keratoderma, which 
further acknowledgement could lead to the consideration of this diagnosis in patients who present similar 
clinical signs, such as keratotic papules on the edges of the palms and soles. 
  Next is an atypical case of Naxos Syndrome, manifested with anhidrosis and skin fragility, contributing to 
the further consideration of this syndrome within the possible clinical expression of this genodermatosis. 
  Moreover, we have two cases of acquired dermatoses. The first case shows a rare pigmentary purpuric 
dermatosis in pediatrics, highlighting the importance of considering this rare group of purpuric dermatoses in 
the differential diagnoses of purpura in pediatrics. 
  The second case of acquired dermatosis allows treating physicians using griseofulvin to consider its probable 
association when faced with a morbilliform exanthema of sudden onset during the treatment of a patient. 
  Finally, the case of a girl who presents an epidermolytic keratinocytic nevus is shown, which also works as 
an exemplar of cutaneous mosaicism of epidermolytic ichthyosis and subsequently allows us to make an 
updated reading of ichthyosis. 
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
